	Lesson Overview:

	Materials Needed:  White board or flip chart, erasable markers, and handouts



	Equipment Needed:  None



	Activities:

1. Explain the purpose of the lesson.

2. Ask students if they have participated in their children’s school events and activities.  Write their responses on the board or on a flip chart.

3. Briefly review the prerequisite vocabulary.  Go over the new vocabulary.  You may want to write the words on the board.

a. Make sure that each student can correctly pronounce the new words by having them pronounce the words aloud as a group and then individually.

b. Give the students Help with School Activities Vocabulary.  Carefully explain each word and make sure that students understand the meanings.

4. For further vocabulary development, use Help with School Activities Vocabulary Matching. Students should complete these exercises independently.  Review answers orally.

5. To facilitate class discussion, use Help with School Activities Reading Comprehension.  Read the passage aloud to your students.  Tell them to circle all of the vocabulary words that appear in the passage.  Invite students to read paragraphs aloud.  Have students complete the questions in pairs.  Review and discuss answers orally.



	Assessment/Evaluation of Learning:

1. Instructor evaluation of students’ participation.

2. Evaluation of student worksheets



	Optional/Follow-up Activities:

1. Use Help with School Activities Vocabulary Flash Cards for further vocabulary development.

2. Ask students if they can think of other ways to assist in their child’s school activities that were not mentioned in this lesson.  Teach vocabulary as appropriate.

3. Ask students to bring in pictures from their children’s school events.  Discuss the pictures and write about them.

4. Take students on a field trip to attend a school event such as a play, an art exposition, Science Fair, or athletic game.  Have students write about the experience.
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
