This, That, These, and Those Answer Key
We use this, that, these, those, to show where an object or person is in relation to the speaker.  These words are called demonstratives.
This (singular) and these (plural) are used when an object or person is near the speaker:  Examples:

I really like this sweater.  (Near/Singular)


I really like these sweaters.  (Near/Plural)


That (singular) and those (plural) are used when an object or person is far away:  Examples:
I like that sweater over there.  (Far away/Singular)


I like those sweaters over there.  (Far away/Plural)
