Competency:  Ask For and Give Information about Cost

	Lesson Overview:  In this lesson, students will learn how to ask for and give information about cost in a variety of settings while learning related vocabulary words.  Students will also learn how to appropriately use “this, that, these, and those.”

This lesson plan includes:

	Approximate Time:  2 hours


	Prerequisite Skills:  Students should be able to read and write simple sentences.  Students should know numbers 1-1000 and be able to read prices in decimal form, using the words “dollars” and “cents.”

	Materials Needed:  Whiteboard and/or flip chart, erasable markers, handouts, vocabulary flash cards, prizes (optional), and ads from grocery and department stores (optional).



	Equipment Needed:  Multimedia Computer with projection unit.


	Activities:
1. Have the new vocabulary words written on the board when the students arrive for class.

2. Explain the purpose of the lesson.

3. Introduce new vocabulary.

a. Pronounce the new vocabulary words one at a time and have the students repeat the words in unison.

b. Pronounce the new vocabulary words one at a time and ask individual students to repeat the word.  Repeat until the students can pronounce the words well.

4. Introduce the meanings of the vocabulary words by giving students a copy of Ask for and Give Information about Cost Vocabulary and carefully reviewing the meaning of each word.  Orally work on pronunciation and understanding of each vocabulary word.

5. For further vocabulary practice and development, use the handout Ask for and Give Information about Cost Fill-in-the-Blanks.  Have the students work on this activity individually.  Review the answers orally as a group.

6. Give the students Ask For and Give Information about Cost Dialogue Listening Activity.  This activity will give students an opportunity to hear how the vocabulary words are used in a conversation, while giving them writing practice.  

a. Tell students to listen to the dialogue and fill in the blanks with the missing words they hear.  

b. Read the dialogue from the Ask for and Give Information about Cost Dialogue Listening Activity Answer Key, the first time at normal pace, and the second time a little more slowly.  Read the dialogue a third time only if students need to hear it again.

c. Ask two students who feel confident that they heard and wrote the correct words to read the dialogue aloud to the class.  Write the missing words on the board as they are read aloud in the dialogue.  

d. Answer any questions that the students may have about the dialogue.

e. Ask for two more volunteers to read the dialogue aloud.

f. Instruct students to practice the dialogue in pairs for 5-10 minutes, changing roles.

7. For further grammar practice, use the handout This, That, These, and Those.  This sheet begins with a grammar lesson on how and when these words are used.  Go over the lesson and the examples provided with the students.  Have the students work on this activity individually.  Review the answers orally as a group using the This, That, These, and Those Answer Key.


	Assessment/Evaluation of Learning:

2. Teacher observation of students’ participation.

3. Evaluation of student worksheets.



	Optional/Follow-up Activities:

1. Use the Ask for and Give Information about Cost Vocabulary Flash Cards for further vocabulary development.  Students may make their own flash cards using 3” X 5” index cards.

2. Play the Price is Right Game created with PowerPoint.  Bring the following prizes to class for the students to “bid” on:  apple, orange, handful of candy, pack of gum, candy bar, pencils, eraser, and a ruler.

a. Begin the game by clicking on “Slide Show,” then “View Show.”  You will see the introduction of the show.  Hit “Enter” or click the mouse to advance to the next frame, which is the title frame.  Hit “Enter” or click the mouse once more to advance to the first question.  This frame will ask the students to give the cost of an apple.  
b. Ask the class to fill in the blank orally with the correct word to complete the phrase for asking the price of the apple.   (How much does the apple cost?)

c. Allow 3 or 4 students to bid on the apple.  Record their bids on the board.  

d. Reveal the price of the apple by hitting “Enter” or clicking the mouse.  The one who bids the closest without going over wins the apple.

e. To advance to the next item up for bid, hit “Enter” or click the mouse.  Continue the game in this manner until all prizes have been bid on and awarded.

f. You can play this game without using the PowerPoint Presentation if you wish.  Just use the actual prices you paid for the items.  

3. Bring in newspaper ads from the grocery store, and/or department stores.  Have students compare prices at different stores.
