Medical Assistance Vocabulary
	1. bite
	to cut the skin using teeth or mouthparts 

Example: Dog bites and insect bites hurt.


	2. deep cut
	a severe cut on the skin that exposes bone
Example:  She has a deep cut and needs to go the doctor.


	3. dehydration
	excessive loss of water from the body 
Examples:
Dehydration can be dangerous.
He is dehydrated. (adjective)


	4. faint 
	to fall into a usually brief state of unconsciousness; another word for pass out or black out


Examples:  She fainted.  He passed out.  She blacked out.



	5. infection
	when germs enter the body, making you sick

Example:  The boy has an infection.


	6. injury
	damage or harm done to a person’s body

Example:  He had an injury from playing basketball.



	7. physician
	another word for “doctor”
Example:  The physician examined the patient.



	8. running a fever 
	another way to say that someone has a fever

Example:  My son is running a fever.


	9. seizure
	a sudden attack where the person loses consciousness and shakes uncontrollably
Example: The girl was shaking when she had a seizure.


	10. severe burn
	a burn that destroys the skin
Example:  The woman has a severe burn from the fire.


	11. stitches
	what a doctor uses to sew the skin back together
Example:  The man needed fifteen stitches in his arm.


	12. swell
	to increase or get bigger in size
Examples: 
Her feet are beginning to swell. (Verb) 
Her feet are swollen.  (Adjective)


	13. unconscious
	not conscious or aware of surroundings;  when you faint or pass out, you are unconscious
Example:  He was unconscious after falling off the ladder.


	14. vomit
	ejecting contents of the stomach through the mouth
Example:  The child vomited on the floor.
