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Grammar:  Using Singular and Plural Nouns in Sentences
Singular means “one.”


Ex.  I have one brother.
I have a brother.

Plural means “more than one.”  Most plural nouns are formed by adding “s” to the singular form.


Ex.  She has two sons.


Ex.  I have three daughters.

“No” can be used with a plural noun to express “zero” or “none:”


Ex.  I have no sisters.
