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Competency Objectives:
Adults will learn the names of basic clothing.

Suggested Criteria for Success:
Adults will correctly identify and pronounce items of clothing.

Suggested Materials:
Pictures of clothing from catalogs and/or newspaper ad inserts.  Be sure these materials include the names of the items.

Copies of the clothing handout at the end of this lesson in sufficient numbers for all students to have two copies.  Color one for yourself.  Draw designs on the T-shirts,  put plaid on the blouse, make stripes on the shirt, add dots to the dress, etc.

Scissors, paper, pencils or pens, colored pencils or markers. 

Select the Reinforcement exercises (in the lesson below) that you plan to use and be sure you have the necessary materials to accomplish them.

Suggested Methods:
Matching, Art, Group Work, Conversation Practice, Repetition, Journal Work.

Some Suggested Steps:

Color Review:  Review the names of the colors and patterns that students have studied.  Begin by asking questions about clothing they are wearing today or pictures that you have brought in.  

Using Color and Pattern:  Give students two copies of the handout from the end of this lesson.  Ask them to color the clothing items (a) the same on both handouts and (b) in ways that they will remember, so they can later identify their own work.  They may use any color they can name and any of the patterns they have learned.  They do not necessarily need to remain true to real life, i.e., a green diaper or orange underwear will be fine.  When they are finished adding color, learnerss may cut apart the pictures on one of the handouts, write their name lightly at the bottom of each picture, and set them aside.

Name that Clothing:  Give out catalogs with pictures of clothing or give out newspaper insert ads (or both).  Your mission now is to put the names of the clothing on the uncut handout.  Start the students by giving them T-shirts.  Using the advertising, can anyone find the name of the next item?  [You may need to show students how to read catalogs when the pictures are lettered (A,B,C, etc.) and the descriptions are at the bottom of the page.]  As a class, work through the uncut handout, labeling all the clothing.  You will have T-shirts, pants (or jeans), shirt, tie, shoes, hat, heel(s), dress, belt, jacket, pants, blouse, jacket, blouse, skirt, belt, underwear, bib, diaper, socks.  Use this labeling exercise as a time for group pronunciation of clothing words.

Conversation:  Ask the students to give you all their cut apart pictures.  Mix these and give each student twelve pictures, making sure no student gets any of his/her own pictures.  The objective is for each student to reclaim all of his/her own pictures by asking questions of others such as “Do you have a green shoe?”  If the recipient of the question does have a picture of a green shoe, he/she gives it to the questioner.  If not, the next student gets to ask a question.  The game can continue until the first person has all his/her original  pictures, until the first three have all their original pictures, or until the entire class has all their original pictures.  Use your discretion about how long you want this segment to last.  Students may look at their uncut (labeled) sheet, as needed, to form their questions.

Reinforcement:  Use any of the following activities to reinforce and expand clothing vocabulary and pronunciation.

· Use Clothes from Label Me Printouts at http://www.enchantedlearning.com/Home.html .  Let students fill in the blanks and work with the class on pronunciation. (Label Me Printouts, ESL Printouts, Clothes)

· Use the lesson on Idioms from http://humanities.byu.edu/.  See Suggested Resources section above.  Be sure to bring a coat and jacket to class. 

· If you have online access in your classroom, you can use both Clothes and Clothes Quiz at http://hub1.worlded.org/docs/clothing/index.html.  These can be printed off for distribution in a classroom without internet access.

· Select conversation questions that are appropriate for your class from http://iteslj.org/questions/clothes.html.

· Give descriptions of clothing and ask students to write/say the word.  For example: 
These go on your feet.  They are not shoes.  They are (socks)
You wear this on your head.  Many people wear it backward.  It is a (cap)
This type of clothing has two legs.  It is called (pants, jeans)
Men wear one around the neck.  It is a (tie)
Everybody wears these tops for casual comfort.  They are called (T-shirts)
This is a long outer garment that you wear in the winter.  It is a (coat)
This is a short outer garment that keeps you warm when you go outside.  It is a (jacket)
These come in twos and you walk in them.  They are called (shoes)
This is a top that a woman can wear with a skirt.  It is a (blouse)
This is jewelry that goes on your finger.  It is a (ring)
This goes on a baby’s bottom.  It is a (diaper)
· Scramble:  Give students the letters to a variety of clothing items to unscramble.  For example,
paider (diaper), oseh (shoe),  oskcs (socks),  kejatc (jacket), wuderaner (underwear), tha (hat), bbi (bib), thsir (shirt), drses (dresss), tnspa (pants).

· Give students the opportunity to guess the item of clothing that you are thinking about by asking you questions that you can answer with “yes” and “no”.  For example:
Is this something you wear to work?
Is this something you wear when it is cold?
Is this something you wear on the top half of your body?
Is this something you wear on your hands?
Is this a ring?


What’s in My Suitcase?  Use the handout from the end of this lesson to work with students on names of clothing that they might pack for a trip.  Review or refer to the lesson entitled Planning a Vacation in Domain Two.  Fill in the blanks before you distribute the handouts to tell each student where he/she is going and why, i.e., business, vacation, funeral, graduation, home to see relatives, abroad.  (Alternatively, work together as a group with everyone going to the same place for the same reason.  Repeat--using another travel reason--for additional practice.)  Add clothing items that class members suggest.  Work on pronunciation.  Go around the room with each person saying “I am going on a trip to ____, and I am packing ______.”  To make this activity more difficult, invoke the rule that no clothing item may be repeated.  To work on memory, have each student repeat all the items previously named and then add one.

Descriptive Matching Activity.  Use the Descriptive Matching Activity handout from the end of this lesson. Cut the people in half along the lines and give each learner half of a person.  By describing the part of the picture that they have, each person finds the learner with the other half of his/her picture.  No looking! 

Journal Work:  If your shoes could talk, what would they say?  Write a paragraph or more from the point of view of your shoes.  (Hints:  You can write about the rest of the outfit your owner is wearing with you.  Or you can write about the person who is wearing you and how he/she treats you.  Another approach is to write about where you’ve been and what you’ve done in a day.  Use any topic/approach of your choosing.)
