[image: image13.wmf]Lesson:  Rooms and Structures

Behavioral Objectives:
The adult learner will name and identify the parts of a house.

Suggested Criteria for Success:
The adult learner will pronounce the vocabulary words correctly.

The adult learner will match the word correctly by placing it on a drawing (plan) or model (dollhouse).

The adult learner will respond correctly to questions beginning with what, where, which, how many.  (What is this? Which room is this?  Where is the front door?  How many bedrooms are there?)

Pens or pencils and paper.

Graph Paper for drawing floor plans is desirable but not essential.

Suggested Methods:  Lecture/Demonstration, Drawing, Matching, LEA Writing, Journal Work

Some Suggested Steps

Label the Pictures.  Use the handout at the end of this lesson to introduce some rooms and parts of a house.

Drawing.  Ask students to draw a floor plan of a house.  They are to include 3 bedrooms, 2 bathrooms, a living room, kitchen, and dining room.  Be sure to put closets in the house.  Label the rooms.  Share your floor plan with the class. 

Where are They?  Draw a floor plan on the board and draw/erase/redraw stick figures in the rooms.  You may name the figures.  Ask students to tell where the people are.  Model the answer for learners in the following form:  “Ian is in the bedroom.”  “Tia is in the dining room.”  If you have a dollhouse, you may want to use that instead of drawing.

Where Do These Things Belong?  Use the appropriate handout for students to identify the room in which each item goes.

Building a House.  Use the handout to talk about structures.  If you have access to a dollhouse, it may be an asset in this discussion.

What, Which, Where, How Many?  Ask students to respond to questions beginning with what, where, which, how many.  (What is the name of this piece of furniture?  Which room is this?  Where is the front door?  How many bedrooms are there?  Where would you eat/sleep/watch TV/cook?)

LEA Writing.  Particularly if you have students who work in construction, write an LEA story about Building a House.  Learners may copy and read the finished product aloud.

Crossword Puzzle.  Use the puzzle from Suggested Resources above.

Journal Writing.  Describe your dream home.  How many people live there?  What color is it?  How many floors does it have?  How many bedrooms does it have?  What other rooms does it have?  Which rooms have closets?  What furniture is in each room?
