	Tasks and Measurable Outcomes

	2.  Students will use a three-question process to determine the stated or implied main idea of a paragraph:  (1) What is the topic of the paragraph?

(2) What point does the paragraph make about the topic?

(3) Does the other information in the paragraph support the point determined?  
	(1) Test on stated main ideas
(2)  Test on implied main ideas

	3. Students will circle terms which indicate time, list of items (addition), comparison and contrast, cause and effect, and illustration in a variety of paragraphs and indicate the pattern of organization indicated by the relationship words.
	(1) Test on Relationships
(2)  Written paragraph comparing or contrasting two characters from the book the student is reading for the Book Club 


	(1) Students will score at least 78% on the test.
(2) Students will use at least 6 relationship terms correctly in the paragraph.

	     
	     
	     

	4. Students will use stated information and their own experiences to make inferences about information in a variety of paragraphs.
	(1) Test on Inferences

	5.  Students will use “qualifying” language to distinguish between factual statements and opinions.
	Test on fact and opinion

	6. Students will demonstrate an understanding of the three main purposes for writing:  to inform, to persuade, and to entertain.  
	Students will select three passages from the book on which they are planning to report and indicate the purpose of each  passages.

	7.  Students use a sample of affective terms to indicate the tone of a variety of passages.
	(1) Test on Tone

(2) Students will select three passages from the non-academic reading selection and indicate the tone of the passage and list the affective terms which shaped their conclusions.  
	(1) Students will score at least 78% on the test.

(2) Students will be graded on a 100 point scale.  This grade will count as one-third of the book report grade.  

	     
	     
	     

	8.  Students will demonstrate an understanding of vocabulary words including their knowledge of word part definitions.
	A series of multiple choice vocabulary quizzes on which an alternate definition is presented.

	9.  Students will use active reading skills to annotate textbooks.
	Students will underline clue phrases, circle signal words, and write the topics of paragraphs in the margins on passages from the textbook and other texts.
	Students will demonstrate 80% success in marking sample texts.

	     
	     
	     

	10.  Students will demonstrate responsibility for their actions.
	Students will do homework assignments.
