Competency:  Understand How to Tell Time

	Lesson Overview:  The purpose of this lesson is to teach students how to tell time using an analog and digital clock.  

This lesson includes the following:

	Materials Needed:  White board or flipchart, erasable markers, handouts, Judy Discovery Digital Clock and Original Mini Clocks (student clocks), and prizes (optional).

Materials Needed for Optional Activities:  Hourglass, handouts, clocks, Telling Time Vocabulary Flash Cards, Clock Dominoes, Telling Time with the Judy Clock by Cindy Barden. 



	Equipment Needed:  None



	Activities:

1. Have the new vocabulary words written on the board when the students arrive for class.  

2. Explain the purpose of the lesson.  Explain to the students the importance of being able to tell time.  Ask what would happen if no one had a watch or a clock.

3. Introduce new vocabulary.  (There's not a Vocabulary definition handout for this lesson.)  

a) Pronounce the new vocabulary words one and a time and have the students repeat the words in unison.

b) Pronounce the new vocabulary words one at a time and ask individual students to repeat the word.  Repeat until the students can pronounce the words well.

4. Show the students the Judy Discovery Digital Clock.  (These are available from Judy/Instructo or a state or local vendor.)  Ask the students if anyone knows anything about telling time or about clocks.  Write down the student responses on the board or flip chart.

5. Give each student an Original Mini Clocks (student clocks).  (These are available from Judy/Instructo or a state or local vendor.)  Have the students look at these clocks closely.  Ask the students if anyone knows any of the parts of a clock.  Write down the student responses on the board or flip chart.

6. Give students the packet Handouts: Clocks and Telling Time.  These worksheets are available at    MACROBUTTON HtmlResAnchor http://www.learningpage.com
.  Membership to this site is free but you must register.
a. Read the information to the class.  Explain in appropriate detail any new information or vocabulary words.  

b. Use the classroom clock to demonstrate how to tell time.  Make sure to carefully go over the hands on a clock.

c. Ask the students to use the student clocks to display the time you call out.  Call out different times and make sure that the students move both hands of the clock to the correct place.

d. Have students complete the worksheets in the packet.  Go over these carefully.

7. Ask the class if anyone knows what midnight means.  Explain that midnight divides one day from the next one.  Show the students where the hands are on the classroom clock when it is midnight.  Then ask what noon means.  Explain that noon separates morning from afternoon.  Show the students where the hands are on the classroom clock when it is noon.

8. Review a.m. and p.m. and explain how to read a digital clock.  Draw a picture of the face of a digital clock on the board.  Write a time in the digital clock (Example: 10:34, 8:59, 3:30, etc.) and have students practice telling what time it is.  Explain that on most digital clocks there will be a light showing whether it is a.m. or p.m.  

9. Have students practice the Conversation about Telling Time.  You can have them do this in pairs at their seats, in pairs at the front of the room, or both.  Repeat as necessary.  The teacher can also participate by reading the script of one of the students.

7. Use Telling Time Vocabulary Flash Cards for further vocabulary practice.  You may also have the students make up their own flash cards on 3” X 5” index cards.

8. Students can practice writing sentences using the vocabulary.

9. Have students get in pairs or small groups and take turns reading a paragraph in the handouts about clocks until the entire story is completed.  Repeat as necessary.
10. Explain that clocks were not made until about 300 years ago.  Before then people did not have clocks and watches.  When they were outside they had to look at the position of the sun to tell the time.  When they were inside they had to use an hourglass.  Show students an hourglass.  Ask if they have ever used an hourglass to keep time.  This is also great opportunity to talk about directional terms (North, South, East, West) dealing with the position of the sun.
11. Have students get in pairs or small groups and practice telling what time it is using the student clocks.  One student can change the clock and the others can guess what time it is.
12. Have students use the Clock Dominoes.  (These are available from Creative Teaching Associates or a state or local vendor carrying their products.)  Divide students into groups of 2 - 4 people.  Read the instructions and explain how to play the game in a way that your students will understand.  This will give them extra practice telling both digital and analog time.

13. Discuss what time activities usually happen during the day (Example:  breakfast, lunch, dinner, work, school, sleep, watch TV, go to a movie, etc.)  Then have the students write down what they do and what time they do it during the day.  The students do not have to list everything they do in a day, just the major events.

14. Use the reproducible workbook Telling Time with the Judy Clock by Cindy Barden for more great activities.  (This book is available from Judy/ Instructo or a state or local vendor) 

15. Review days, weeks, months, years, etc. since these are also measurements of time.

16. Read a book about telling time to your class.  Have students take home books about telling time to read to their children.
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
