Call 911 Reading Comprehension

Directions:  Read the passage below and answer the questions that follow.

You should call 911 only in case of emergencies.  These include fires, crimes, and medical emergencies.  Whenever you call 911, you should be prepared to provide the following information:  your name, address, telephone number, a description of the emergency, and the location of the emergency.

If your emergency is medical, you may be asked questions about the victim’s condition.  The 911 Operator may ask if the victim is breathing, conscious, and if he or she has a pulse.  It is important that you stay on the line with the operator until an ambulance and paramedics arrive.  Often, the operator can tell you what to do for the victim until help arrives.

1. When should you dial 911?

2. What information should you be prepared to give when you call 911?

3. What should be able to tell the 911 Operator about the victim’s condition?

4. Why is it important to stay on the line until help arrives?
