Call 911 Present Continuous
Use Present Continuous to talk about an action that is in progress (or is happening).  The Present Continuous is formed by adding “-ing” to the end of a verb, along with “am,” “is,” or “are.”
Examples:

I am calling 911.



You are giving the victim CPR.




He/she is reporting the accident.




We are waiting for the ambulance.




They are putting out the fire.
