(also called the “fitting room”)

	2. fit
	to be the right size
	This shirt fits.     This shirt doesn’t fit.



	3. hem
	to make shorter
	Can you hem these pants for me?



	4. large
	a big size
	He wears a large in a t-shirt.



	5. medium
	a size in between small and large
	I need a medium size.



	6. outfit
	a set of clothing that is sold together
	I bought a shirt and pants outfit the other day.



	7. small
	another word for little
	A small shirt is too little for him.



	8. salesperson
	a person who helps you in a clothing store
	The salesperson helped me find the right size.



	9. size
	how small or large something is
	What size do you wear?



	10. too long
	longer than necessary
	These pants are too long. I can’t see my shoes.



	11. too loose
	another way to say “too large” or “too big.”
	These shoes are too loose.  They keep falling off of my feet.



	12. too short
	shorter than necessary
	These pants are too short.  I can see my ankles.



	13. too tight
	another way to say “too small.”
	I can’t button this shirt.  It’s too tight.



	14. try on
	to put on clothing or shoes to see if they fit
	I need to try on this outfit before I buy it.
