Competency:  Shop for Clothing

	Lesson Overview:  In this lesson, students will learn how to converse with a salesperson while shopping for clothing.

This lesson plan includes:

	Approximate Time: 2 hours



	Prerequisite Skills:  Students should know how to read and write simple sentences.  Because this lesson plan deals with buying clothes, students should already know the names of basic clothing items.  The lesson plan entitled “Name Articles of Clothing” teaches these words.

	Materials Needed:  Whiteboard and/or flip chart, erasable markers, handouts, flash cards, and prizes.



	Equipment Needed:  None



	Activities:

1. Explain the purpose of the lesson.  Explain the reason for knowing how to shop for clothing.  Review the prerequisite vocabulary words.

2. Go over new vocabulary.  You may want to write the words on the flip chart/whiteboard.

a. Pronounce the new vocabulary words one at a time and have students pronounce the words aloud as a group and then individually.  Repeat until the students can pronounce the words well. 

b. Give students the handout Shop for Clothing Vocabulary.  Carefully explain each word and make sure that students understand the meanings.  

3. Give each student a copy of the Shop for Clothing Conversation (Listening Activity). In this listening activity, the teacher should read the dialogue aloud from the Shop for Clothing Conversation (Listening Activity Answer Key) to the students.  The students will listen and fill in the blanks with the words they hear.  

a. Read the dialogue at a normal speaking pace the first time you read it.  Read it a little slower the second time.  Read it a third time if some students need to hear it again.  

b. Ask for two students who think they have all of the correct answers to read the dialogue aloud for the class.  As they read it, write the correct words on the board so that other students may check for word and spelling accuracy.

c. Ask if there are any questions.  Ask for two more volunteers to read the dialogue aloud for the class.  Tell students to practice the dialogue in pairs, switching roles.  After students have had 5-10 minutes to practice the dialogue, ask each pair to read it to the class.

4. Give each student Shop for Clothing Crossword Puzzle.  Tell students that they may work in pairs if they wish.  Award the student or pair who correctly completes the puzzle first a small prize.  Check the puzzle using the Shop for Clothing Crossword Puzzle (Answer Key).  Ask the students to take turns reading the clues and supplying the correct answers. 

5. Have students role-play shopping for clothing in a department store.  You may ask them to write down what they’re going to say first, or just let them do it “off the cuff.”



	Assessment/Evaluation of Learning:

1. Teacher observation of students’ participation.

2. Evaluation of student worksheets.



	Optional/Follow-up Activities:

1. Use Shop for Clothing Vocabulary Flash Cards for further vocabulary development.  You may also have the students make up their own flash cards on 3” X 5” index cards.

2. Give each student a copy of the Understanding Clothing Labels.  Go over the pronunciation and definition of each vocabulary word in the box.  Answer any questions that the students may have.  Have them read the clothing labels provided on the worksheet and answer the questions that follow.  Check the answers orally for accuracy.  

3. Ask students to look at the labels of their jackets.  Ask if anyone has one that can be machine-washed.  Ask if anyone has a jacket that must be dry-cleaned.  

4. Save labels that you have cut out of your personal garments and bring them to class for discussion.

7. Bring in sales advertisements from your local department stores.  Write the following words on the board and discuss their meanings:  clearance sales, discounts, on sale, regular price.  Have students write down any good deals they see.
