	Lesson Overview:  Students will know when and where to seek medical assistance for a variety of situations upon completion of this lesson.

	Materials Needed:  Whiteboard or flip chart, erasable markers, handouts, flash cards, transparencies of some handouts (optional), and telephone book(s)



	Equipment Needed:  Overhead projector (optional)



	Activities:

1.
Explain the purpose of the lesson.

2.
Write the prerequisite vocabulary words on the board or flip chart.  Discuss their meanings and answer any questions the students may have about them.

3. Introduce new vocabulary.

a. Give students Medical Assistance Vocabulary.

b. Pronounce the new vocabulary words one at a time and have the students repeat the words in unison.

c. Pronounce the new vocabulary words one at a time, having individual students repeat the word.  Repeat until the students can pronounce the words well.
d. Carefully go over the definitions of each word using the vocabulary sheet.

4. For vocabulary practice, give students When and Where to Seek Medical Assistance Crossword Puzzle.  Students should complete this sheet independently.  Check answers orally as a group.  An answer key is provided.
5. If you have low-intermediate students, use When to Seek Medical Assistance (Punctuation).  This sheet will ask them to add appropriate punctuation marks where necessary.  Use When to Seek Medical Assistance (Punctuation & Capitalization) with your high-intermediate students.  This sheet asks students to add punctuation marks as well as capitalize letters where needed.  The passage for these two sheets is identical.  Students should complete their sheet independently.  Review answers orally as a group.  It may be helpful to create an overhead transparency of the sheet you choose or to write the passage on the board, so that students can see where the changes need to be made in the passage.
6. On the following day of class, give students When to Seek Medical Assistance (Fill-in-the-Blanks).  Students will read the same passage as the day before, but will be asked to supply the missing vocabulary words in the blanks.  This activity serves as a vocabulary review.  Students should complete it independently.  Review answers orally.  Discuss the words that they continue to have problems pronouncing and using properly.
7. To assist students in locating medical facilities in your area use Where to Seek Medical Assistance.  In this activity, students will use a telephone book to look up a variety of health care providers.  Circulate and give assistance.  When students look up “Doctors” in the yellow pages, they will be cross-referenced to “Physicians.”  They may also need assistance in looking under your county’s name for the Health Department and Hospital numbers.
