	Materials Needed:  Whiteboard or flip chart, erasable markers, and handouts



	Equipment Needed: None



	Activities:

1.
Have the new vocabulary words written on the board when the students arrive for class.

2.
Explain the purpose of the lesson.

3.
Introduce new vocabulary.

a.
Pronounce the new vocabulary words one at a time and have the students repeat the words in unison.

b.
Pronounce the new vocabulary words one at a time and ask individual students to repeat the word.  Repeat until the students can pronounce the words well.

4.  Introduce the meanings of the vocabulary words by giving students a copy of Notify a Landlord when there are Problems Vocabulary and carefully reviewing the meaning of each word.  Orally work on pronunciation and sentences with each vocabulary word.

5.  For more vocabulary practice, give students Notify a Landlord when there are Problems Vocabulary Practice. Have the students work on this activity individually.  Review the answers orally as a group.

6.  Give students Is & Are Leaking, Isn’t and Aren’t Working.  This sheet will give students practice using the singular and plural forms of these phrases.  Have the students work on this activity individually.  Review the answers orally as a group.

7.  As a listening activity, give each student Notifying a Landlord of Problems Dialogues Listening.  This activity will give students the opportunity to see how some of the vocabulary words are used in conversations between a tenant and a landlord or apartment manager. Tell students that you are going to read each dialogue to them and that they are to fill in the blanks with the words they hear.

a.  Read dialogue 1 from Notifying a Landlord of Problems Dialogues Listening (Teacher’s Key).  Read the dialogue twice, the first time at a normal pace, the second time a little slower.

b.  Ask two students to read the two parts, supplying the missing words they heard.  Write these on the board so that students may check their word accuracy and spelling.

c.  Continue in this manner with dialogues 2 and 3.

d.  Have students fill out the “Repair Request Form” that goes with dialogue 3.

8.  As a Reading activity, give students A Letter to the Landlord Reading Comprehension.  Have students read the letter written to a landlord and answer the questions that follow.



	Assessment/Evaluation of Learning:

1.  Teacher observation of students’ participation.

2.  Evaluation of student worksheets.



	Optional/Follow-up Activities:

1.  Use Notify a Landlord when there are Problems Vocabulary Flash Cards for further vocabulary development.

2.  Have students write letters to a landlord reporting a problem.

3.  In pairs, have students write dialogues between a tenant and landlord reporting a problem.  Have each pair read their dialogue to the class.

4.  Talk about the optional vocabulary words (electrician, exterminator, plumber, repairman, repairperson).  Have students locate each of these in the yellow pages.
