Competency:  Read Clothing Labels

	Lesson Overview:  Students will learn vocabulary associated with reading clothing labels.  Upon completion of this lesson, students will be able to read a variety of clothing labels and follow their instructions.  

This lesson plan includes:

1. Read Clothing Labels Vocabulary
2. Read Clothing Labels Vocabulary Matching
3. Read Clothing Labels Reading Comprehension
4. Read Clothing Labels Vocabulary Flash Cards



	Approximate Time:  45 minutes



	Prerequisite Skills:  Students must be able to read and write simple sentences in English.

	Materials Needed:  Whiteboard or flip chart, erasable markers, handouts, and flash cards.


	Equipment Needed:  None



	Activities:

1. Explain the purpose of the lesson.

2. Ask students if they have ever paid attention to clothing labels in English.  Do they understand them?  What phrases do they remember?  Write their responses on the board or on a flip chart.

3. Briefly review the prerequisite vocabulary.  Go over the new vocabulary.  You may want to write the words on the board.

a. Make sure that each student can correctly pronounce the new words by having them pronounce the words aloud as a group and then individually.

b. Give the students Read Clothing Labels Vocabulary.  Carefully explain each word and make sure that students understand the meanings.

4. For further vocabulary development, use Read Clothing Labels Vocabulary Matching. Students should complete these exercises independently.  Review answers orally.

5. To facilitate class discussion, use Read Clothing Labels Reading Comprehension.  Have them read the clothing labels provided on the worksheet and answer the questions that follow.  Check these orally for accuracy. 



	Assessment/Evaluation of Learning:

1. Instructor evaluation of students’ participation.

2. Evaluation of student worksheets



	Optional/Follow-up Activities:

1. Use Read Clothing Labels Vocabulary Flash Cards for further vocabulary flash cards.  Students may make their own flash cards using 3”X5” index cards.

2. Ask students to look at the labels of their jackets.  Ask if anyone has one that can be machine-washed.  Ask if anyone has a jacket that must be dry-cleaned.

3. Save labels that you have cut out of your personal garments and bring them to class for discussion.

4. Go over the symbols used on some labels for the various laundering instructions.  You may want to bring in garments with the symbols on the labels so the students may see how the symbols look.
5. Create a matching activity using clothing label symbols.
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
