Competency:  Read a Menu and Order a Simple Meal from a Restaurant

	Lesson Overview:  Students will learn how to read a menu in English and how to order a meal in a restaurant, while learning pertinent vocabulary words.

This lesson plan includes:

Pre-Test and Post-Test Information:

The Post-Test is a parallel form of the Pre-Test.  Both tests assess the students’ vocabulary recognition and oral ability.  The first part is a matching activity with vocabulary words and definitions.  The second part is a grammar component using “too” and “enough”.  The third part tests oral proficiency.


	Approximate Time:  2 hours


	Prerequisite Skills:  Students should be able to read and write simple sentences in English.  This lesson should follow the “Read a Menu – Food and Drink” lesson plan.

	Materials Needed:  Notebooks for students with lesson materials inserted, whiteboard and/or flip chart, erasable markers, eraser, flash cards, and prizes or rewards for reinforcement (optional).


	Equipment Needed:  Portable cassette player, blank cassette tapes, multimedia computer and In-focus projector.


	Activities:

1. Give the Restaurant Pre-Test.

a. The first section of the test is a matching exercise.  Tell students to draw a line from each vocabulary word to its correct definition.  The first one is done for them.
b. The next section of the test assesses students’ knowledge of “too” and “enough”.

c. Call individual students into the hallway or an adjacent room for the Oral Component of the test.  To pre-test oral communication, call out each vocabulary word’s definition, and ask for the corresponding vocabulary word from each student.  Be sure to write down his/her exact responses in the second column of the oral pre-test.  (It is strongly suggested that you use a tape recorder and tape their responses for future playback.)
d. Grade the students on a scale from 1 to 5 on each of the following areas:  Accuracy of Information, Pronunciation and Clarity, and the Student’s Comfort Level.  Score the students’ responses by using the following scale and record the rating in the appropriate columns on the oral pre-test:

1= student could not perform the task

2= student had some difficulty

3= student performance was fair

4= student performance was good

5= student performance was excellent

Score and retain in student portfolios.
2. Introduce new vocabulary.  Give students the Restaurant Vocabulary.  Use and display the Restaurant Vocabulary Flash Cards while introducing new vocabulary for this lesson.
a. Pronounce the vocabulary words, having students repeat after you.

b. Discuss the definitions of the new vocabulary words.
c. For vocabulary practice, use Restaurant Vocabulary Matching.  Students should complete this exercise independently.  Review answers orally.
d. Give students Restaurant Crossword Puzzle.  Have students complete this exercise in pairs, reading each of the clues aloud to their partner.  Review answers orally using the Restaurant Crossword Puzzle Answer Key.
3. Give each student Restaurant Read a Menu.  This lesson assumes that the students will know most of the food items on the menu.  Review the pronunciation of each word, asking for an oral definition of each.  Provide pictures of the food items on the menu as necessary.  Ask students the following questions orally:

a. What is the name of the restaurant?

b. Apple Pie, chocolate cake, and ice cream are examples of what?

c. Which entrée is the most expensive (or costs the most)?

d. What does each entrée come with?

e. Tea, coffee and soft drinks are examples of what?

f. What side items does this restaurant offer?

4. To practice conversation, use Restaurant Conversation (Ordering in a Restaurant).  
a. Read the conversation aloud to the students as they follow along.  Answer any questions students may have about the conversation at this time.
b. Read the conversation again while students repeat after you.  Be sure that you read only short sentences, phrases, or a few words for students to repeat.  Listen for pronunciation errors and correct as needed during the exercise or review difficult words afterward.
c. Students should then practice the conversation in pairs.  Instruct them to practice both roles.  Monitor conversation practice while listening for pronunciation errors.
d.  Allow students to volunteer to read the conversation aloud to the class.
5. For a grammar lesson, use Restaurant Grammar:  Enough.  Go over the definition and examples of “enough” in the instructional box.  Provide other examples as needed.  (Is the classroom warm/cool enough?)  Have students complete the exercises in pairs.  When they are finished, tell the pairs to practice reading each sentence.  Review answers orally.

6. Restaurant Grammar:  Too is an extension of the grammar lesson taught in Restaurant Grammar:  Enough.  Use the instructional box to explain the meaning of the word “too” and read the examples provided.  Provide other examples as necessary.  (Is the classroom too hot or too cold?)  ?)  Have students complete the exercises in pairs.  When they are finished, tell the pairs to practice reading each sentence.  Review answers orally.
7. Wrap up this lesson by giving the Restaurant Post-Test.  Repeat the same process used for the Restaurant Pre-Test.

Show students their Pre-Test and Post Test.  Discuss the improvements they have made and/or areas that are still weak.  If you taped their responses, let them listen to them.  Note pronunciation improvements.



	Assessment/Evaluation of Learning:

1.  Instructor observation of students’ participation.

2.  Evaluation of completed worksheets/handouts.

3.  Comparison of performances on the Pre-Tests and Post-Tests.

4.  Instructor generated assessments.



	Optional or Follow-up Activities/Ideas:

1. Provide each student with Restaurant Design Your Own Menu. Tell the students that they are going to create an imaginary restaurant menu.  They will write the food items that their restaurant will offer, and decide on the prices.  They will give their restaurant a name.  (It may be helpful to provide menus from local restaurants to give them ideas.)  Have the students share their menus with the class and/or use them for role-playing ordering in a restaurant.

2. Teach the following words:  booth, to-go box, refills, smoking section, non-smoking section, and appetizers.  Let students practice requesting for these.

3. Bring in or have students find restaurant advertisements and coupons in your local paper.  Discuss Early Bird Specials, discounts, and terms of the various coupons.

4. Take a field trip to a local restaurant of the students’ choosing.  This will give them an opportunity to read a menu and order in a restaurant with your guidance.  Successful experiences increase students’ confidence levels.
