Lecture/Discussion, Group Work, Journal Work

Some Suggested Steps

Reading and Discussion.  Use the attached handouts on World War I, the Depression, and World War II.  Add important dates to your class Timeline. Try some of the following suggestions to show ways these historic periods impacted everyday life.

World War I.  Background/Lecture information:  Our daily news is filled with government actions, or the lack thereof, that affect our lives.  During World War I the American government enacted programs that affected the everyday lives of Americans.  Congress passed the Food and Fuel Control Act, also known as the Lever Act, which gave the president power to regulate the distribution, export, import, purchase, and storage of food.  Americans had wheatless Mondays, meatless Tuesdays, porkless Saturdays.  Schoolchildren signed this pledge: "At table I'll not leave a scrap of food upon my plate.  And I'll not eat between meals, but for supper time I'll wait."  Americans planted victory gardens and prized leftovers.

Show World War I posters (see Suggested resources above) and have students read them aloud.  What are the symbols used in the posters?  How would your class members feel about such a program today?  How do they think their children would react to signing the pledge?  What do these posters tell about everyday life during World War I?

The Depression.  Background/Lecture information:  The Depression was hard on families.  Men lost their jobs and went from town to town to look for work, leaving their families behind at home.  Some families lost their homes and lived in make-shift structures on the street.  Women, who usually did not work outside the home, took any jobs they could get.  Children went to school, but they often went to bed cold and hungry.

Use the websites listed above in Suggested Resources to show depression photographs.  review the vocabulary that students learned about feelings (Domain One).  Ask your learners how they think the people in these photos feel.  What to they think daily life was like during the Depression?  How do people live with no money?  What happens to them?

Pick a photograph and work with the class to write an LEA (Language Experience Approach) story about the picture.  What do learners think lets them connect with these pictures from another time?  See http://literacynetwork.verizon.org/tln/files/teach_ad_esl.pdf for information on the language experience approach.  
World War II.  Daily life was greatly changed by World War II.  Use posters (see Suggested Resources above) to let students identify some ways that citizens were called upon to alter their lives.  Try to choose a variety of images that will help your class see the following:

· rationing foods and fuel

· loaning money to the government by buying war bonds

· serving in the military (men and women)

· being aware of spy activities

· conserving resources needed for the war (rubber, metal salvage, victory gardens)

· including women in the workforce

Based on the attached reading, the posters, and their general knowledge and intuition, see how accurately your learners can respond to these questions as part of your class discussion:

What had to be manufactured for the war?

How did the war end the Depression?

How did the war make a permanent change in the role of women in society?

Veterans Day and Memorial Day.  These two holidays are ones that you may cover in connection with this lesson, or separately--probably at the appropriate calendar date.  A number of classroom ideas are included at the websites listed in Suggested Resources above.

Preparation  for Journal Work.  Use the following resources, quotes, and questions to help prepare students for the Journal assignment.

William Tyler Page, Clerk of the U.S. House of Representatives, wrote “The American's Creed” in 1917. It was accepted by the House on behalf of the American people on April 3, 1918.  Read and discuss the handout of The American’s Creed with your students.  Note the date.  When did World War I end?

The Four Freedoms, a speech delivered to Congress by Franklin Delano Roosevelt on January 6, 1941, included the excerpt in this lesson’s handouts.  Read and discuss this handout with your students.  When was Pearl Harbor Day?

When was the last time that America colonized, annexed, or acquired foreign soil in any military endeavor?

Attributed to Colin Powell:  “Over the years the United States has sent many of its fine young men and women into great peril to fight for freedom beyond our borders.  The only amount of land we have ever asked for in return is enough to bury those that did not return.”

It is the reporter or the soldier who gives you freedom of the press?

Is it the writer or the soldier who gives you freedom of speech?

The World Wars

World War I.

War began in Europe in 1914.  The heir to the crown in Austria-Hungary was shot while visiting Serbia.  Austria-Hungary declared war.  Germany joined Austria-Hungary.  They were called the Central Powers.  Fighting the Central Powers were Serbia (which no longer exists), Russia, France, England, and Italy.  They were called the Allies.


America wanted to be neutral.  By 1917 Germany had developed the submarine and used it to attack warships and merchant ships.  Americans felt Germany violated 
U. S. neutrality.  Americans went to war on the side of the Allies.  Submarines, tanks, and airplanes were new in this war.  Many soldiers were needed, so Congress passed the Selective Service Act and started to draft young men.  Americans had “wheatless” and “meatless” days each week.  They bought savings bonds from the government to help the war effort.  The Allies won the war.  Germany surrendered unconditionally on November 11, 1918.

Discussion Questions

1. In 1917 America entered World War I with noble ideas.  Americans were fighting “the war to end all wars.”  They were fighting because “the world must be made safe for democracy.”  Looking back after nearly 100 years, what do you think?

2. What was the draft?

3. What are savings bonds?

4. Who won World War I?

The Depression.   

By the 1920s the economy was not working well.  The world was in a depression.  Americans lost jobs as new machinery replaced workers.  In the U. S. many people bought stock, so stock prices went up.  Then buyers lost confidence and began selling their stock.  On black Tuesday--October 29, 1929--the stock market crashed.  By 1932 over 25 percent of working people were out of work.  Businesses failed.  Factories closed.  Wages were cut.  Banks failed.  In 1932, the worst year of the Depression, Franklin D. Roosevelt was elected President.  Roosevelt began New Deal measures to
·  provide jobs building highways, public buildings, dams, and parks,

·  provide aid to farmers and business owners, and 

·  make regulations for businesses and banks to prevent a future depression.

In Europe a group called National Socialists (Nazis) came to power.  The Nazis were led by Adolf Hitler in Germany.  Benito Mussolini led a similar group in Italy.  Europe headed for war again.

Discussion Questions

1. What was the Depression?

2. What caused it?  What ended it?  What measures were taken to prevent another depression?

World War II.

Adolf Hitler ordered the Germans to invade Poland on September 1, 1939.  Italy and Japan fought with Germany.  These three were called the Axis Countries.  The Allied countries opposed them.  At first the Allies were England and France.  Later the Soviet Union joined the Allies.  The U.S. remained neutral until Japan attacked Pearl Harbor on December 7, 1941.  The U.S. entered the war with the Allies.  In September 1943, Italy surrendered.  In June 1944, the Allies launched the famous D-Day invasion at Normandy, France.  United States General Dwight D. Eisenhower led the Allies to victory.  By May 1945, Germany surrendered.


The war against Japan was not going as well.  The Allies were stronger, but the Japanese refused to surrender.  A new U. S. President, Harry S. Truman, took office in 1945.  Truman decided to use the atomic bomb.  It was a weapon that was developed secretly in the United States.  Japan surrendered unconditionally on August 10, 1945, after atomic bombs were dropped on two towns, Hiroshima and Nagasaki.


Peace came at a high price.  The U. S. government borrowed billions of dollars for planes, tanks, and bullets.  Consumer goods were rationed.  Women, teenagers, and retired people went to work.  Fifteen million Americans served in the Armed Forces.  More then one million Americans were killed or wounded.  The U. S. and Russia came out of World War II as the two strongest world powers.

An excerpt from

President Franklin Delano Roosevelt’s speech

to the members of the 77th Congress

on January 6, 1941

“In the future days which we seek to make secure, we look forward to a world founded upon four essential human freedoms.

“The first is freedom of speech and expression--everywhere in the world.

“The second is freedom of every person to worship God in his own way--

everywhere in the world.

“The third is freedom from want, which, translated into world terms, means economic understandings which will secure to every nation a healthy peacetime life for its inhabitants--everywhere in the world.

“The fourth is freedom from fear, which, translated into world terms, means a world-wide reduction of armaments to such a point and in such a thorough fashion that no nation will be in a position to commit an act of physical aggression against any neighbor --anywhere in the world.”
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
