Lesson:  A Field Trip to the Library


Competency Objectives:
Adult learners will increase their abilities to use the local library.

Suggested Criteria for Success:
Adult students will

· get a library card, 

· check out a book, 

· and participate in the presentation of the librarian. 

Suggested Vocabulary:
See previous lesson.

Suggested Materials:
Students will need proof of address.




Note paper and pens or pencils.

Suggested Resources:
Your local public library and circulation librarian.

Suggested Methods:
Lecture/demonstration

Suggested Steps:

Make prior arrangements with a local library to host your students.

Follow the instructions of your academic institution for field trip arrangements.  Do not go without following necessary procedures to protect yourself, your students, and your institution.

Make prior arrangements with your academic institution for transportation, 

· or plan to meet and carpool, 

· or plan to meet at the library (be sure students are clear about how to get to the library),

· or plan to walk together from your class location to the library in the rare case that such is feasible.

Be sure the librarian has a list of the activities and/or library resources and services that your class compiles (in the previous class).

Follow up by checking with students to see if they feel their interests/questions were met/answered.  Note the date on your calendar when books checked out at your library visit must be returned.  Remind students at the last class before the due date to return their book(s).
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
