Game Board Instructions

A Game Board is on the next page.

Bring the Game Board up on the computer.  Turn on the show/hide feature (click on the backward paragraph marker—probably located on your standard tool bar).  You can enter a word or words into each square of the game board by putting your cursor just before the paragraph marker that appears in each square.

Enter vocabulary words, parts of speech, sight words, emotions, states of the United States, parts of the body, medical symptoms, foods, colors, or other items pertinent to your particular lesson.

Print a copy of the game board for each student.  In addition to the game board, each student will need a marker such as a button, or a dried bean.  Each pair of students will need a coin to flip.

Taking turns, each student flips the coin and counts forward one (for heads) or two (for tails) spaces.  He or she must then complete whatever action the teacher requires.  Some possibilities are to pronounce the word; or use the word in a sentence; or demonstrate the emotion; or locate the state on a US map; or point to the part of the body; or tell whether the food is fruit, vegetable, grain, dairy, meat, sweets or fats.  The successful student may move his/her marker forward into the square.  The first student in each pair to reach the finish wins the game.

Teachers who want to re-use the game boards they create will find it helpful to laminate them.

BRAIN Instructions

For BRAIN, use teacher-selected words appropriate for the topic under study.  Follow the computer instructions given for the preceding Game Board to prepare the BRAIN cards.

Play like Bingo.  You will need a BRAIN card for each student and markers such as dried beans.
