The focus of the following material is Pop Culture of the United States.  This is an extremely broad subject area that includes topics such as music, sports, art, television, politics, movies, history, geography and much more.  Any teacher will be able to obtain a plethora of material and information from the internet and public libraries.  The local Public Library is an ideal place to obtain books, music, and videos.  Biographies are readily available on the internet.  The main focus of this class is for students to become indoctrinated into the American culture by exposing them to movie stars, rock musicians, cities, states, national parks, time periods, and athletes.  It also provides a catalyst for the student to focus on their own identities, especially by expressing their opinions and ideas about the Pop Culture of the United States.

The Transitional class has a unique identity in that the majority of the students hold degrees from Universities in their home countries or they speak English well.  This proficiency level gives the teacher the opportunity to concentrate on content rather than grammar, which is still taught, just not directly.


The Transitional class covers the Pop Culture topics using the skill areas of reading, writing, listening, and speaking.  Writing is typically the weakest skill, so it should be emphasized as much as possible.  Listening is best practiced through video documentaries because the narrators tend to speak non-geographical English, although an effort is made to expose the students to all American accents.  Reading lessons include biographies, documented conversations, stories, and other printed media.  Speaking is accomplished through questions, opinions, and group conversations on a selected topic.  Since the students already take a class that focuses on grammar, a pop culture class incorporates grammar skills in a natural way.

Day 1 Objectives: Reading/Pronunciation/Writing/Speaking


Reading in the classroom improves a student’s vocabulary and pronunciation.  The teacher should introduce vocabulary to the students and encourage students to ask the meaning of unknown words.  The biography is five pages long and should be split between two days.  

Music – Doc Watson Acoustic Collection


The teacher should allow at least 10 minutes at the end of class so the students can experience some of Doc’s music.  After listening to the music, the teacher should get student’s opinion on the music.

Evaluation: Oral evaluation is achieved through student opinions.  Before expressing their opinions, the students should write a short paragraph, which can be corrected by the teacher.

The teacher should continue asking students 

questions about vocabulary and correcting

pronunciation.

Videos allow students to see and hear the sounds of the Appalachian Mountains.  They allow the teacher to introduce unfamiliar vocabulary to the students.  This method gives the students a context for the vocabulary.  The teacher must be vigilant about pointing out vocabulary the students may not know.

Evaluation: Students should begin keeping a vocabulary diary of unfamiliar words.  The teacher can quiz students on these words to foster retention and provide practice.

Day 3 Objectives: Reading/Writing/Speaking

Students should read the history of Bluegrass Music out loud in a similar fashion to the Doc Watson Biography.  Depending on the number of students in the classroom, have the students choose 1-3 words they do not understand.  The students should write a short paragraph about the origins of Bluegrass Music to be presented to the teacher.  They should then present their vocabulary to the class.  This includes the part of speech and the meaning of the word.

Evaluation: The vocabulary presentation allows the students to assume the role of the teacher, which is very important for the students’ confidence.  The writing activity allows the students to practice reading comprehension through summarization.  All of the writing activities could be kept in student journals.

Day 4 Objectives: Reading/Map Directions/Listening Comprehension/Speaking

Lesson 3 begins in the same manner as the rest of the week with the reading.  The passage should be split by topic (flora, fauna, history, etc) among class members in groups of two.  After reading a brief introduction on the Smokies, the students should get into small groups and map out directions to the Smokies from Statesville (or your location).

Evaluation: Each group should be assigned a small portion of the video, which they will summarize at the end of class.  They will be evaluated by their ability to individually summarize what each group read, and what they heard.  One group member can summarize the reading, another the video, and one group member can be in charge of note taking.

Day 1 Objectives: Reading/Speaking/Pronunciation/Vocabulary

Day 1 Objectives: Reading/Vocabulary/Pronunciation/Writing

This reading is on an important figure who helped to create our National Park System.  This biography should be read by the students.  Vocabulary should be introduced by the student or teacher.  Depending on the number of students, each student should be assigned 1 or 2 short paragraphs.  They need to underline all the past tense verbs.  The students will write a short paragraph explaining why John Muir is important to our current National Park System.

Evaluation: Written evaluation with concentration on past tense.

Students should read the article in class, continuing to work on vocabulary and pronunciation.

Documentary videos are good for listening comprehension because the narrator speaks non-geographical English.  The teacher should instruct the students to take brief notes on the video.  The listening activity involves the teacher rewinding a short clip of the video repeatedly, while the students write what they hear verbatim.

Day 1 Objectives: Reading/Vocabulary/Pronunciation/Writing

Read the origins and history of the Oscars with the students practicing pronunciation and discovering vocabulary.  Review movie categories with students (horror, drama, comedy, sci-fi, suspense, action/adventure, animation) and list adjectives that describe these movies.  Students need to write on the following topic:  memories of a childhood movie or favorite movie.

Evaluation: Students will be evaluated on their writing skills.

The group needs to read the synopses and categorize each movie.  Each group member needs to choose one movie to summarize to the class.  Then the student places the movie into the appropriate category.

Day 3 Objectives: Reading/Vocabulary/Pronunciation

Reading biographies allows students to understand more about the person who made the movie.  Students should read the summary of He Got Game, which can be found on the cover of the video box.

Students should watch short clips from the movie so they can continue to understand more about the director.  The instructor periodically pauses the movie, vocabulary and verb tenses can be practiced at these times.  For example, the class can watch a short clip and the teacher can ask the students to write sentences about what is happening in a particular scene.

The teacher should present the video in the same format as yesterday.  Today’s lesson enforces conversational skills.  After watching the scene, the teacher stops the video and asks the students what happened.  They can respond in the past/past progressive.

After the speaking activity students should write an autobiography about their lives.  This writing exercise will reinforce the past tense activity above.

Evaluation: Past Progressive and student biography will be evaluated.

Day 1 Objectives: Reading/Vocabulary/Pronunciation/Speaking/Writing

Evaluation: There will be an oral and written evaluation.  Students need to write a summarization of what their partner told them.

Evaluation: Oral evaluations are given with a focus on comprehension and pronunciation.  Written evaluations in the form of a short paragraph will demonstrate students’ knowledge of grammar, sentence structure, and overall comprehension.

Students also write a short paragraph about which song they liked better and why.

Evaluation: Students will be evaluated through their writing assignments.

The teacher will play the songs after the students have completed their assignments.
