
Apartment Hunting

Scenario

Students will develop a useful, basic skill.
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Intended level(s)
Intermediate

Approximate length of lesson

30 – 45 minutes

Expected student outcomes

Students will be able to locate and rent an apartment that suits their needs.

Materials/Resources needed

Copies of local apartment guides

Index cards with scenarios

Procedure

Instructor selects apartment from local guide.

Instructor writes family scenarios to include income, family size, pets, location, etc. on index cards.

Vocabulary/useful expressions are discussed for meaning and pronunciation.

Class is divided into “Apartment Hunters” and “Apartment Managers.”

Apartment managers are stationed around the classroom.

Apartment hunters visit different apartments around the classroom and finally select the apartment that most closely fits their needs.

Assessment

At the end of the activity, managers and hunters are matched.
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
