Jobs of the Governor and Other State Officials

Jobs of the Governor 

· Chief Executive – Carry out state laws and draw up the state budget

· Chief of State – Make speeches and appears at important ceremonies

· Chief Diplomat – Meet with other governors, federal officials, and foreign officials

· Chief Lawmaker – Can veto laws and influence passage of bills

· Commander in Chief – Can call out the National Guard for emergencies

· Party Chief – Works with other party officials to pass party agenda and have fellow party members elected to office

Other State Officials

· Lieutenant Governor – Carry out the duties of the governor if needed and preside over the state senate
· Attorney General – Advise the governor and state legislature on matters of the law and enforce state law
· Secretary of State – Responsible for record keeping and elections
· Superintendent of Public Instruction – Enforce the state requirements for learning and teaching
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
