About the Excerpts:

The excerpts from Inherit the Wind used in this unit are from the 2003 Ballantine edition, published by Random House, ISBN 0-345-46627-6.

Part I is from Act I, Scene 1 of the play, pgs. 3-15 in this edition.  It begins at the beginning of the play and ends with Hornbeck’s line:

“Now that poses a pretty problem!  Which is hungrier – my stomach or my soul?”  (Hornbeck buys a hot dog.)

Part II is from Act II, Scene 2, beginning on p. 83 with:

“BRADY

(Nodding, smugly)
Objection.

DRUMMOND

Your Honor!  The Defense has brought to Hillsboro -- . . .”

and ends at the end of Act II, p. 103, with “The curtain falls.”

Excerpt 1

Instructions

Read the first excerpt from Inherit the Wind.  You can read it as many times as you like.  You can look up unfamiliar words in the dictionary.
On the audiocassette/CD is a recording of English speakers reading the excerpt.  You may listen and read along silently or aloud.  You may stop the tape/CD and repeat pronunciation of a difficult word or sentence.

There are seven exercises in Part One.  You need to complete six of the seven exercises to complete Part One.  Of course, you may do all seven exercises if you want to.

In the back of packet is the answer key.  When you complete an exercise you can check to see if your answers are correct.

Sometimes you will be asked to use your own words to answer questions.  If the answer in the answer key is different from what you wrote, check to see if the idea or meaning is the same.
