Background:  We brought our English Literacy instructors together and told them that we wanted to encourage our students to do more writing in English and to develop a love for writing in English.  As a member school in the Writing Consortium project, we asked our faculty to think about how they could make writing an integral part of their instruction and a fun part of our ESL program.  The instructors immediately and enthusiastically responded to the idea of a writing effort.

We did not want to dictate what a teacher could present to his/her students to write about, so we distributed various sample topics and left the room, permitting the instructors to have a forum where they could choose topics and discuss current lesson plans and journal writing topics.  We wanted topics to evolve from classroom instruction.  (For example, one topic that was used, “When I Was a Child,” came from a lesson plan for using past tense verbs in a clear and consistent manner.)

The Plan:  Our school decided to hold a writing contest with monthly submissions over a period of six months.  The coveted reward for a student’s efforts is having his/her writing submitted for publication as part of the Consortium project, but all students will be winners because we are going to put all student submissions into our very own writing collection, which will be given to the students.

The Mechanics:  All instructors submit the writings of all students who participate.  We really stress that these submissions be the students’ writings, not a teacher’s editing.  Then a selection panel (of instructors) reviews these writings and chooses the best writings on each submitted topic.  This method results in a variety of selections being chosen.  Such a variety reflects what we wanted to demonstrate from the onset:  that all students--no matter the literacy level--can produce writings.  We have winners from all levels.

The Involvement:  We have at least eight classes involved—from pre-literate to advanced.  Our teachers and students are enthusiastic and cooperative about submitting writings.  The teachers love the idea, and the students have been anxious to write more.

This project has motivated our instructors and students to focus on the importance of writing and on expressing one’s ideas clearly.  Students are surprised when their writing entry is selected, and instructors are very proud to hear that the writing of one of their students has been chosen for the Writing Consortium project.

We think this program-wide approach is proving to be an important way to get students interested in writing in order to improve their writing skills.  We had one of the adult high school teachers who heard about it and submitted a set of writings!

Instructors incorporated writing in their classes in a variety of ways, as their comments illustrate:

· This writing project has been an interesting tool to get students more involved in the writing process.  As a normal class activity on Mondays, I have my students write short paragraphs about their weekends or something interesting they want to write about.  I then assist the students individually in correcting their paragraphs.  Each student then reads their paragraph aloud for the class, which usually generates class discussion on a variety of topics.  The writing project is a way to take this process a step further and to encourage the students to write for the simple pleasure of writing.  I think every Basic Skills student can benefit from this assignment.

One of our choices of writing topics was 9/11.  We chose this assignment because we were observing the fifth anniversary of this terrible tragedy.  Every student was touched and moved by this event; therefore, we agreed that the writing assignment would be a good sounding board for the class members to express their feelings about this world-shaking, history-changing event.

Venezuela is formed by three geographical regions: two large solid, one constituted by the Andes and the mountain Range of the Coast, and another formed by the solid one of the Guyana, among which extends the region of the "Flat of the Orinoco".  "The Venezuelan Andes are divided into two alignments:  "The Saw of Perijá", that is found in the border with Colombia, and the mountain range of Mérida that includes the highest point of the country, "The Peak Bolívar" (5.000 mt.), these two saws are separated by the basin of the Lake of Maracaibo, open to the sea by a strait of barely five kilometros and flanked by a cinturon of marshy lands.

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The Leap Angel, the highest cataract of the world, of length fifteen times greater than that of the Niagara.  It falls 979 mt. from the edge of the Tepuy.  It was discovered in 1937 by the American pilot, Jimmy Angel, from whom it receives its name.
