1 lb. Charros Beans

10 Weiners, diced

PINEAPPLE CUP CAKE   by Hiromi Sueki

[For 12-cup cakes]
160g all-purpose flour (1 1/3 cup)

1-teaspoon baking powder

2 large eggs

120g sugar (1/2 cup)

120cc vegetable oil (1/2)

7-8 slices canned pineapple

1 teaspoon lemon juice

Special Equipment: 12 capacity muffin tin, paper muffin liners

Preheat the oven to 350 degrees F and make sure the oven rack is in the center position.

Line a 12-cup muffin tin with paper cups.

Drain canned pineapple slices, cut into small pieces 

Shift flour and baking powder

In a medium bowl, whisk eggs and sugar, whisk in oil and lemon juice, add 2/3 quantity of chopped pineapple and mix well.  (save 1/3 of pineapple for topping)

Mix in flour by spatula (do not over mix).  Divide the batter evenly into the muffin tin and put the rest of pineapple on the top.  Bake until golden brown, about 30-40 minutes.  Turn the muffins out of the pan and cool on the rack.  Serve warn or at room temperature.

PAMBAZO by Jeshua S. Cortes

20 balls bread

1 oz ½ cabbage

1 white onion

1 clove garlic

Salt to taste

1 bottle of ketchup

¼ skinless boneless breast chicken

¼ beef

¼ pork

1 small can of chiles chipotte

Instructions

Step1: In pot place all meat and put in water, take to medium heat until done.  Remove. Leave to cool and shred the meat.

Step2: Cut cabbage in fine slices and onion too.

Step3: Chop garlic

Step4: In the frying pan put up oil take to medium heat, add onion, garlic, cabbage until tender, add meat, salt to taste, ketchup to taste and leave 3 minutes.  Then add chile chipotte to taste.

PECHUGAS ENCHIPOCLADAS by Jeshua S. Cortes

4 Skinless chicken breast

1 can of Media Crema Nestle

1 Norsuiza (chicken stock)

2 or 3 chiles chiptotle (dry chile)

Salt to taste

1 clove of garlic (crushed)

3 whole peppers (crushed)

In a bowl place breast, salt, garlic, pepper and leave ½ hour.  Get frying pan, take to medium heat, put little oil and chiles until done.  Carry to blender with Media Crema and norsuiza.  Continue with chicken breast, put frying pan, take to medium heat, put in butter and fry chicken breast to slow heat uncovered until done.  

Add the salsa, just may be 3 to 5 minutes (no long time leave boil because could be thick).
